Greg Rummo, a lay person, leads people
from a New Jersey church on mountain treks,
sometimes taking his informal film teams to
altitudes as high as 16,000 feet!

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They take with them portable projection equipment and a generator. National Christians and mission groups
arrange for guides and pack animals to carry the equipment. Sometimes a full day of walking is required to reach the

next village, with frequent rest stops.

Greg told us, “The first time we showed ‘JESUS’ was on a bed sheet against a house, using a car battery.
People came from miles around in the freezing cold. The generator wasn’t that good and the image on the screen was

dark, the audio slow and deep. Yet they all stayed and watched anyway.”

ers of Jesus!

Greg’s audiences have ranged from 20 to 600
people, most of whom gather around the screen with no
concept of a motion picture or video. Greg reports that
“...they are so totally blown away by the images. They
get completely into the movie, hearing the gospel in their
own heart language. When Judas betrays Christ, they’ll
hiss and boo. And in almost every case, 100 percent
decide to follow Jesus!”

“Last year we stopped at one village and
showed the film in an adobe hut, where a decade
earlier, Shining Path, a terrorist organization,
had conducted recruitment meetings. About 100
people came and almost every person indicated
they prayed to receive Christ. The ‘new
congregation’ asked two national evangelists with
us to come back every two weeks to teach them
about their new faith. A church was born!”

Greg speaks of his amazement when they revisit
believers who did not receive follow-up initially, when
they see the evidence of the Holy Spirit’s ongoing work.
Even after two years, they find Christian principles have
worked their way into local government law. They hear
secular songs

now based on
Christian
hymns. He
also speaks
of people’s
deep,
constant
hunger for
spiritual

truth and Biblical knowledge (see Jim Green’s article on
page 4).

We know that some reading this article might
consider a similar outreach appropriate for their church.
Accordingly, we asked Greg for his advice to you: “I
would say pray about it and count the cost. But it can
be the greatest adventure of your life. It wouldn’t just
come from going to the Andes. I’ve found when Christ
is the ‘blazing center of our lives’ and we’re doing what
pleases Him, then we are the most happy. Besides, such
outreaches can be a vacation with a purpose. The
Andes is beautiful, a spectacular place. Taking the
gospel to the unreached, and seeing their lives
transformed...well, it’s all a tremendous adventure
while fulfilling the Great Commission—all in one!”

Greg, we thank you and the congregation of
Madison Avenue Baptist Church. You are truly “getting
outside of yourselves”!

Will It Last?

FROM TIME TO TIME, FRIENDS
of The JESUS Film Project ask, “Do
the millions of decisions through
‘JESUS’ last?” Jim Green, executive
director of The JESUS Film Project,
has also asked the same question.
Jim’s commitment to “follow-
through evangelism” continues to
take the ministry to a higher level of
follow-up, church planting, nurture,
and movement building. We thought
you would benefit from hearing
Jim’s answers to a few of these
vitally important questions.

Q: Seeing people respond to
“JESUS” is great. What are you
doing to help new believers grow
in their faith, to assure they don’t
fall away?

A: From the inception of the
“JESUS” film, the strategy has been
to train and mobilize local believers
to use the film in the context of
follow-up. As the film increasingly
goes further and further to unreached
areas, there are not always local
believers available to disciple those
who trust Christ after watching
“JESUS.” This is why “JESUS” film
teams spend more time training,
mobilizing and partnering with
pastors and churches; not only to
show the film, but also to follow up
with people in small groups and to
plant new churches. Entire strategies
are in place and working to foster
spiritual movements, sharing the

load with local
leaders and
churches. These
strategies  are
proving to be
very successful.
I’m happy to say
that the film
teams own
“follow-through evangelism,” as
well as showing “JESUS.”

Q: I understand that many
people from the villages and
communities where the teams
show “JESUS” are functionally
illiterate; they are members of
“oral societies.”” How do the teams
teach and nurture in such
environments?

A: In the same way Jesus taught
during His ministry! They tell
stories, love people, lead by
example, and build disciples. To
widen the reach of the teams, new
follow-up films that teach and
nurture through storytelling are
being developed in Africa and Asia.
These are based on segments of the
“JESUS” film. New believers will
see people much like themselves,
discussing the same relevant
questions of concern to all new
believers...about their faith, and
their responsibilities as believers.
We’re excited about the potential
effectiveness of these new “follow-
through evangelism” tools.

Q: Is film team funding still
short? Will that affect the work of
“follow-through evangelism”’?

A: Yes, it is short and could have
an adverse effect. In some countries,
as much as 85 percent of Campus
Crusade for Christ staff are “JESUS”
film teams. If asked to cut back their
“JESUS” film showings, they also
will have to cut back their work of
training, mobilizing, and birthing
movements of evangelism and
church planting. Nevertheless, we
trust our great God and believe He
will provide, perhaps in ways we do
not expect.

Traditionally, the people of Madagascar have “thrown
out” Christianity...that is, until four new language
translations of “JESUS” were released.

Christian brochures, portions from Scriptures and so
on...we tore them up, brought them to the toilets, burned
them for cooking. We threw them away because we never
understood what they meant because of our illiteracy
situation. But since now, we have not had any excuse
because God speaks in our mother tongue through this
film ‘JESUS. We see His miracles and hear His voice
calling us to be His people in His kingdom.”
