MY ACCOUNT OF SEEING
God work through the
‘JESUS’ film is not one of
numbers coming to Him—
which is so thrilling to
hear!

I met a young Chinese
girl who in her own country
had heard the gospel from an American, there on a teaching assignment.  In my
city, we visited briefly at an outreach gathering for people from other lands.
We later spoke by phone. I could sense she needed to know more before she
could actually accept Christ.

So I invited her to my home—actually, I remember going to get her.  In
the quietness of my home I showed her a DVD of ‘JESUS’ in her heart
language.  I left her alone and stayed in another part of the house as she
watched intently.  I prayed that hearing the gospel and the Word of God, in her
heart language, would be effective.  It was!  

As the prayer was given at the end—I heard her whispering it—
personally accepting Christ as Savior!  It was wonderful!  So to all of you—as
you meet internationals, as you make friends among them—show them the
‘JESUS’ film in their heart language and see God work!

It WIt Was as WOWONNDDEERRFFUULL!!
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I WAS PART OF AN 11-PERSON EVANGELISM TEAM, “HOPE FOR THE HEART.” WE MINISTERED IN UKRAINE
this last August for three weeks—eight women and three men from all over the US.  The Lord led us to partner with a
group called Ukraine Challenge, who asked us to conduct three, week-long Vacation Bible Schools in three Ukrainian
villages.  But none of us had much experience, if any, with VBS!

Yet, we felt God’s hand leading us.  So we agreed.  In the first village we had 20 kids, the second about 40, and in
the last village of Ozera, 40 more.  There were no known adult believers in that last village, save a single child who knew
Christ.  We had to conduct the last VBS outside, until, on the fourth day, the town mayor let us “borrow” his large, ornate
reception room—a great blessing.

Before leaving the U.S., our team leader, Jerry Price, had obtained a DVD
of the children’s version of ‘JESUS,’ ‘The Story of Jesus for Children.’ After a
week of developing relationships with the children, we showed the DVD on
the last day of each VBS.  The children loved hearing the children in the
presentation speak Ukrainian.  At the end of each showing, between 45
and 75 percent of the children raised their hands, indicating they had
prayed to receive Christ!

In that last village, the best friend of the child who was already
a believer also accepted Christ.  They were both crying and
laughing after the movie.  They were so joyful that now both of them
were saved.  You could see it all over the children’s faces!

The combination of VBS, ‘relational evangelism’ and
using the children’s ‘JESUS’ film was powerful.  I
recommend this combination to others.  Thank you for
your diligence to share the gospel through The JESUS
Film Project.  Your organization is a great blessing
and doing a powerful work in the last days’harvest.
