Family Comes to Christ
After Streaming JESUS

Cheeia, a junior at the University of Wisconsin-Stevens
Point, has been involved with Campus Crusade for Christ on
campus since becoming a believer during her freshman year.
Last November she attended a family reunion with about 300
family members where she shared her personal testimony of
how she came to know Christ.

When Cheeia finished sharing, a cousin started yelling
at her, saying he was really upset she mentioned God and that
she was brainwashed.  But Cheeia’s brother, Mong, stood up to
defend her.  He said that God is real and that it was amazing
that Cheeia had something to believe in and knew she was
loved.  Then through tears, Mong admitted that he too needed
to know God, and in front of everyone prayed by faith to accept
Christ into his life!  From Cheeia’s testimony God reached 17
family members! 

After the emotions subsided, many relatives approached
Cheeia asking her questions about God.  But Cheeia was not
fluent enough in her family’s East Asian language to
adequately answer all their questions, so she thought, “What
about the JESUS film?”  She logged onto The JESUS Film
Project website and downloaded that language version of the
film, and 20 more people accepted Christ after watching it! In
Cheeia’s words: “That Saturday night, my great-grandma, my
grandma, two of my sisters, two of my brothers and other
relatives accepted Christ as their Lord and Savior!  Praise the
Lord, 37 new brothers and sisters!”  All the glory to God for
using Cheeia and the JESUS film to reach her family with the
gospel! n

Growing up in Northern Mexico, Ruth Rico remembers
her widowed mother thanking God for His provision and
asking for the salvation of her four children.  Their joyful
mother sang hymns all the time.  Ruth said, “We were
poor but I never knew we were poor.” 

When Ruth was 12 years old, her mother became ill.  She
stayed home to care for her and a younger brother, while
an older sister and brother worked to support the family.
Shortly after her mother passed away, Ruth accepted
Christ.  She recalled, “I was always praying that sinners
would come to repentance so I was surprised when the
Lord said to me, ‘What about you?’”

After attending a Bible college in the United States on a
scholarship, Ruth graduated and accepted a teaching
position in Mexico City. Feeling fulfilled, she prayed,
“Lord, never let this luxury keep me from the center of
Your will.”

In 1963 Ruth joined staff with Campus Crusade for Christ.
She served in Europe and throughout Latin America
where she “got a taste of the JESUS film.”  In 2005 Ruth
joined The JESUS Film Project in California.  Currently she
serves in Orlando as administrative field assistant for

Partnering Pastor 
In Ethiopia the Lord is working powerfully through local pastors who

show the JESUS film.  For years the endless cycle of bloodshed and revenge
between the Sidama and Oromo tribes destroyed all hopes of
reconciliation.  In the village of Adoda, known as the border land between
these two warring tribes, a local pastor decided to step out in faith and
show the film there for both people groups, even as a debate regarding the
borders raged violently.  As he announced in both languages that he was
going to show the JESUS
film, the assembled
crowd quieted down, and
approximately  3 ,500
people remained to watch
the film.  

First, he showed the
Sidama translation
version, and 105 people
responded by giving their
lives to Jesus! The Oromo
people then said, “We don't need to wait until tomorrow!  Show us now
in our language, even if it is late at night!” The pastor complied, and at the
conclusion of the Oromo JESUS film, 95 people dedicated their lives to
Christ. The following morning, both the Sidama and Oromo believers
met for follow-up, and the Lord unified their hearts in His Spirit.  Praise
God for using a partnering pastor who boldly showed JESUS to help build
peace between these two warring tribes! n

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Struggle and Triumph

Billions of people from around the world
will fix their eyes on Beijing, China, this
August for the 2008 Summer Olympics.  This
globally televised event attracts both national
and international audiences—presenting a
unique opportunity for evangelism.  Athletes
in Action, a ministry of Campus Crusade for
Christ, in partnership with The JESUS Film
Project, recently produced a new evangelistic
DVD entitled Struggle and Triumph.

It highlights Olympic athletes who share
how their faith helps them deal with the pressures of their sport.  Testimonies are given
by Dieudonne Disi, who became an Olympic runner while growing up during the
Rwanda genocide; Julian Bolling, a three-time Olympic swimmer from Sri Lanka; two of
Indonesia’s top badminton players; and others.  The film ends with a clear presentation
of the gospel.  Struggle and Triumph is available in 36 languages on a single disc. A two-disc
version, which also includes the JESUS film, contains 24 translations.

Athletes in Action plans to distribute and broadcast Struggle and Triumph in countries
worldwide to coincide with the Olympic Games.  They also plan to use the DVDs during
future athletic events.  Struggle and Triumph is a great tool to draw sport enthusiasts to
explore a relationship with Christ.  n

JESUS in Guatemala
National Director Anibal Duarte is excited about reaching families with the gospel.

After introducing the CrossRoads curriculum 11 years ago, adding the International
School Project in 2005, and developing Guatemala’s own strategy, the Value Program,
Anibal has reason to be excited.  With government approval, most of the 5,000 teachers
in 1,200 elementary and secondary schools now use the JESUS film or The Story of Jesus for
Children!

Teachers receive their own DVD copies of the
film and some use it in unexpected
ways.  In Guatemala the law
requires parents to be involved
with their children’s schools.
Two excited teachers recently told
Anibal that after showing the
film to their classes, they invited
their students to attend
Saturday meetings to learn
more about Jesus and the
parents came too! These
families soon chose to meet
on Sundays and planted a
new church!   n
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
