One religious leader was so intrigued that he asked us to show the film on the side of his
house of prayer. Instead, we offered to use our portable screen so people could watch from both sides. We expected
400 people to come that night. Instead, there were 2,000. They were blown away. There are now 15 churches here...”
During 2025, hundreds of villages experienced “JESUS.” Untold numbers of households—whole families—watched
on television, with millions more being reached by streaming on their phones. Results like these are the reason
we have created this brief financial report.

“Those who participated in the recording of the JESUS’ film in Tali have good reason
to be thrilled. Two decades ago, a major world religion also began to spread among
Tali speakers—who are known as the Kari people—especially those in Cameroon,
where a larger percentage of the population adheres to this religion.... Having
JESUS’ in their heart language was a dream come true for the Kari people. Though
they’d earnestly hoped for the film, they never thought they’d actually see it in their
language. Smiling and clapping after watching the completed film, they started to
sing in their local language: ‘You are our God. You always remember Your children.

Praise be to
Your name. You are highly exalted.””

Released From Shame,” ‘Rivka’ and ‘The Story of Jesus for Children’ were among
the other Jesus Film Project® resources aired. Viewers who responded to the
films or series via text, social media or WhatsApp® expressing willingness to
learn more about Jesus from Scripture were connected to local believers for
face-to-face meetings. Many indicated decisions to follow Christ and formed
house churches, which led to even more new believers across Southeast Asia.”
